GREEN SPEED

Provided the growing conditions cooperate, Cable Hollow’s green speeds will soon
get faster. We have had to baby our greens in order to protect all the green sod we
moved last fall. But as the roots take hold, we will be ramping-up green speeds
across all 18 holes.

Our Superintendent, Jerry Martin, has over 40 years’ experience, and we’ve asked
him to use that experience to apply a special focus to our greens. You will see Jerry
on the greens daily, supervising and working personally to insure that all 18 play
consistently, smoothly, and with a speed that will bring a new level of excitement.

Jerry has been doing testing and reports that the roots on the three new greens
are already several inches long. Soon we will have the new greens cut to the
height of all the others. And by the end of June, we will cut all the greens even a
fraction shorter. That new height, combined with rolling and some other tricks
Jerry has mastered, will make for a new experience when you walk on to all 18
greens. Have fun...and maybe see Patrick for a lesson on how to lag your putts!

NEW COURSE LAYOUT

Reminder: When we open the new holes on June 1st, the front 9 will play normally, except you will be enjoying new
holes 5 and 6.

On the back 9 we will be undertaking construction on old #11 to make it a par 5 (opening summer 2025). During
construction, we will temporarily play hole 11 (old #12) as a par 3. Play will proceed as follows: after finishing hole
10, players will travel down the hill, around the construction, to the #11 temporary tee area (south of the tee boxes
for new hole # 5). Number 11 will play as a par 3 across the pond. Old hole 13 will then become #12.

In 2024, #12 will still play as a par 5, bringing the course to a par 71. (In 2025, #12 will become a par 4 and #11 will
become a par 5, taking the course to its permanent status of par 72.) Upon finishing #12, players will move to #13 (the
new par 3) and then continue to #14, finishing the back 9 as normal.
